
1. Remove any rings you are wearing on 
    your hands.
2. Fill the washing cup with water.
3. Holding the cup in your left hand 
    pour water three times over your
    right hand making sure your hand
    gets wet from the wrist down.
4. Switch hands and pour water three
    times over your left hand making
    sure your left hand also gets wet
    from the wrist down.
5. Refill the washing cup for the next 
    person.
6. Say the following blessing and then
    dry your hands:
